¶ Second, we live lives in which 

demands out-pace our time or 

energy.  Some of these demands we 

place on ourselves, and some are 

imposed from the outside.  We 

spend our lives trying to ñbalance 

roles related to the (1) home 

(spousal and parenting) (2) work 

place (3) church (4) friends and ex-

tended family, and (5) community. 

¶ Third, our culture seems to over

-value service to others and under

-values care of us.  Self-care may 

seem a luxury which few of us can 

afford, yet without it, the ñfull lifeò 

remains out of our grasp. 

¶ Fourth, we seem addicted to  
 ñquick fixesò and have little appe-

tite for long-term solutions.  Find-

ing and keeping your balance takes 

time and effort each and every day. 
 

What Life Principles Can Help 

Me Find and Keep My Balance? 

The Bible provides us with several 

principles which can be helpful in 

finding and keeping our balance.  

¶ First, all we do should be done 

for the glory of God (1 Cor. 

10:31). This is really a primary ob-

jective of our lives as Christians, 

and following this principle can 

help keep our stressors in perspec-

tive. 

¶ Second, God has created all of 

life for our good (Mark 2:27).  Je-

sus reminds us that rest (Sabbath) 

was made for manôs benefit; rather 

than man being created for either 

work or observance of the Sabbath.  

Rest and work are equally important 

dimensions of our life. 

¶ Third, we are encouraged to 

not be overly concerned about 

things which are temporary (Luke 

12:22).  Jesus reminds us that our Fa-

ther will provide those things which 

are necessary for this life, and we are 

encouraged to set our minds on spiri-

tual concerns. 

 
How Can I keep My Life in Bal-

ance? 

There are several specific approaches 

we can use to nourish this gift of bal-

ance.   

¶ First, we can consider our cur-

rent life in terms of energy invest-

ment, values, and priorities.  Are we 

ñspendingò our life in activities that 

have eternal consequences? 

¶ Second, we can develop an ac-

tion plan, if we would like to spend 

our energy and time in a different 

way.  To be helpful, the plan would 

need to identify what needs to be 

changed, what it needs to change to, 

and how the change will be made. 

¶ Third, we can live our changed  

lives with the confidence that ñé 

He who began a good work in you 

will carry it on to completion until 

the day of Christ Jesusò (Phil. 1:6).
